Regulations
· Pond Closes at 8:30 p.m.
· Pond access opened at 9:00 a.m.

· All Visitors must stop and pay daily fee or show attendant on duty season’s pass.  

· No Pets Allowed.
· No Alcoholic Beverages.
· Electric Boat Motors Only.
· No ATVs, Dirt Bikes, Snowmobiles, or Jet Skis Allowed.
· No Loud Music.
· No Fireworks

· No Hunting

· No glass containers allowed on the beach.
· Swimming aids and flotation devices allowed only if certified for safety (i.e. Coast Guard approved)

· Children 14 years and under must be accompanied by an adult.

· Swimming permitted in designated areas only.

· Parents/Guardians are responsible for the safe play of their children.  Please be respectful of the other beach users.  (i.e. radio use, sand kicking and throwing, rock throwing, etc…)

· No bathing allowed
· Fishing is allowed outside of the swimming area only.

· No littering.
· Swim at your own risk when no lifeguard is on duty.

· Groups of 10 or more must be registered in advance with the Recreation Department.

· Violators will be prosecuted.
